� The number one 
admin’s list of Hot 
topics see User 
Home page

� Shows the text of 
the message you 
are replying too

Documents/attach
ments and URL’s 
posted in the 
message bodies 
of a topic.

� Not only do 
Percolating topics 
work, but you can 
filter Conferences 
by [Activity Level] 
[Last Post Date] 
or by the [Number 
of messages in 
that Conferences] 
by clicking these 
links. To restore 
the [Default 
Conferences Sort 
Order ] You can 
also filter all topic 
by [Activity Level] 
, [New Messages] 
, [Number of 
Replies] , [Times 
Viewed] , or [Last 
Reply] . To 
restore the 
[Default Topic 
Sort Order ]

� Allows Users to 
keep a list of 
favorite boards, 
conference, and 
topics

� Links will take 
users right to 
boards, 
conference or 
topic

� RRS feeds can 
be access by this 
link

Adding and removing RSS Feeds



UI Improvements

� RSS feed can be 
added by going to 
the 
admin/manager 
menu then 
“Manage RSS 
Feeds”

� You can enter a 
feed URL and 
description

� Check the All 
Board Box to 
have feed 
displayed on all 
boards, leave 
bank to display 
just on this board

� To remove select 
the feed and hit 
remove

UI Improvements

� Go to the 
admin/manager 
menu and click 
edit board.

� The Activity filter 
is use to display 
conferences and 
topics that are the 
most active first. 
See Percolating 
topics

� Admin or 
manages can set 
this based on 
their idea of what 
defines activity

Security

� Select Manage 
word filter from 
the 
admin/manager 
menu.

� List of offensive 
words to filter out 
of post

� Word or phrase to 
replace offensive 
word, if the allow 
post option is 
selected

� If replace whole 
only option is 
select only Dog 
will be replaced 
not Doggy or 
Catdog. The any 
instance option 
will turn Doggy 
into NO 
ANIMALS 
WORDS!!!gy

� If set to no any 
post containing 
offensive words 
will not be posted

Word filter (manage word filter)



Security

� The Subject was 
“Dog and Cat”.

� The message 
body was “Dog 
and cat went to 
town”

Word filter (posting allowed)



Security

� If a word in the 
restricted word list is 
found the user will 
get this alert and the 
message will not be 
posted.

� The user will then 
be asked to remove 
the highlighted 
words. 

Word filter (posting not allowed)



Security

� Access this from 
the 
Admin/Manage 
menu

� Enter the IP 
address here. 
This can be a full 
or partial IP 
address for 
example 
162.168.77.213 
or 192.168.77, if  
a partial IP is 
used then the 
Deny, or Only 
Allow rule will be 
applied to range 
of IP addresses.

IP address access



Security

� If “Deny” is 
selected access 
to WebBoard will 
be denied to that 
IP address or 
range IP 
addresses.

� If  “Only Allow” is 
selected access 
to WebBoard will 
be limited to that 
IP address or 
range of IP 
addresses.  

� You can apply 
this IP address 
and “Deny” and 
“Only Allow” rules 
to the all Boards 
by checking this 
box, other wise 
they will only 
apply to the 
current board

� To remove

IP address access



Search

� If this option is 
selected search 
will search all 
boards.

� If date range 
search is used 
the search will be 
limited to the 
dates selected.

Ranking and Rating

� Access from the 
Options and 
Statistic section 
(this may change)

� Description
� Rank is a text title 

that is assigned to 
users based on 
their percentile 
ranking, there is 
ten slots that can 
be used. In this 
case “Jedi 
Master” was 
assigned to 90 
percentile and 
above.

User Ranking

Assign Ranking Titles from the Admin/Manager Menu, these title will show up next to the users name



Ranking and Rating

� Assessable from 
the Options Menu

� Displays 
Messages based 
on the average 
message rating in 
the topic

� You can also filter 
by “Times Rated”, 
“Times Read”, 
“Msg Count”,  and 
“Date Started”. By 
clicking on the 
column header. 

� You can also click 
Topic subject and 
it take you to the 
topic in 
WebBoard

Ranking and Rating

� Similar to Topic 
ranking but at the 
message level.

Admin Ease-of-Use

� Access form the 
admin/manger

Conference” and 
you will see a list 
of Conferences 
on the current 
Board.

� Click on the 
Conference you 
would like to edit

conference

� Uses the 
standard user 
search to locate 
the user profile to 
edit or delete

� Administrators or 
Managers will see 
the Edit or Delete 
links.

Admin Ease-of-Use

� Access form the 
admin/manger 
menu

� Select Mailing list
� Use the user 

search to locate 
the user you want 
to

� Click on a User in 
the Available 
Users List to add 
them to the 
Mailing List. 

� Click on a User in 
the Mailing List to 
remove that User. 

� When the Mailing 
User List is 
complete click the 
save button.

Configuration/Upgrade Relief

� Access from the 
admin/manger 
menu

� The IIS ASP 
Application 
Variables will now 
be stored in the 
WebBoard 
database instead 
of the global.asa

� These application 
variables will be 
separated into 
logical groups, 
which we may 
need to change.

� These application 
variables will also 
have the 
capability of being 
upgraded on the 
fly (no need to 
restart the IIS 
application)

� Access form the 
admin/manger 
menu

� In the Application 
Variable group 
“PostEditForm”
You could change 
these application 
variables on the 
fly without 
restarting the IIS 
application.

Configuration/Upgrade Relief

� Custom Header and Footer display. These to areas can contain any HTML or ASP content for custom look 

Customizable Header and Footer include files



Configuration/Upgrade Relief

� You can locate 
the custom 
Header and 
Footer file in your 
WebBoard IIS 
virtual directory, 
typically this will 
be 
C:\WebBoard\Wb
6asp\site\header.
asp and 
footer.asp.

� These files will be 
empty by default 
and can be 
modified to 
contain any vaild
HTMP markup or 
ASP code.

Configuration/Upgrade Relief

� You can add 
custom Style 
sheets for each 
board by adding a 
style sheet to the 
site\images\Custo
mCSS sub 
directory of your 
WebBoard virtual 
directory in the 
following format 
[BoardID].css

� In this example I 
added a custom 
to the WebBoard 
8 board that has a 
BoardID of 51

� This style sheet 
happens to be 
empty, see next 
slide for the 
results.

Configuration/Upgrade Relief

� An empty style 
sheet is not very 
appealing, but 
this does 
demonstrate that 
a unique style 
sheet can be 
applied to each 
board.

Email Enhancements

� Access form the 
bottom of the 
message thread

� After clicking this 
option the user 
will receive the 
standard email 
from the 
WebBoard email 
list server, instead 
of a simple 
notification.  

Topic subscription “watch this topic”



Email Enhancements

� On an email 
notification board, 
If a user posts a 
message via 
email, that user 
will get an email 
notification email 
requesting a 
reply, If that user 
replies to that  the 
message will be 
post.

� This is to prevent 
email spoofing. 

� This is a 
verification code 
that needs to be 
present in the 
body of the email.

SSO & External Auth

� The SSO main 
page is 
accessible from 
the 
admin/manager 
menu from the 
Single Sign On 
External 
Authentication 
link.

� The default 
setting is 
WebBoard 
authentication 
and no SSO 
functionality is 
used.

� We will go into 
the other options 
in detail in the 
following slides

SSO & External Auth

� Step 1, enter your 
database connection 
information.

� Step 2, Select the 
database you want to 
use.

� Step 3, Select the 
table you want to pull 
the User information 
from.

� Step 4, Match the 
WebBoard columns 
in the users Table 
with the columns in 
selected table  

� When complete press 
the finish button for 
conformation 
information

SSO & External Auth

� To Configure your 
Active Directory 
Integration and 
import groups 
click on “Import 
Active Directory 
Groups”. This will 
take you to this 
screen.

� Enter Your Active 
Directory Server 
name and Path.

� This will start the 
groups import 
process

� Select the users 
from the Active 
Directory List and 
move the to the 
WebBoard 
administrator List 
Using this button.

� To Remove a 
user  select that 
user a click 
remove

Adding Administrators



SSO & External Auth

� Select the 
manger or 
members link 
to add 
mangers or 
members from 
your Active 
Directory to a 
board in 
WebBoard. 
Open boards 
do not have 
member lists.

� Add and 
removing 
mangers and 
members is 
similar to 
adding 
administrators.

� If you select any of 
these SSO options 
certain login, 
registration, and 
user profile option 
will be hidden or 
disabled. 

� The self 
registration link is 
hidden

� User Profile 
information that 
comes from 
outside data 
sources has been 
hidden to they can 
not  be changed in 
WebBoard

� The self login 
functionality has 
been disabled.
